





the field tile to servicing all nineteen (19) parcels. The costs range from $19,800 up to $27,500
per parcel. The Board asked if any of the scenarios are financially possible. Mr. Hartman has
communicated with the Hamilton County Health Department and they seemed interested in
knowing that the District is actually going forward with this study. They were also receptive to
just taking care of the five (5) parcels that have failed septics, and to deal with the other parcels
at a later date. It was suggested that the District notify the County Commissioners that our study
is almost complete and will be presented soon. If the project does move forward, the
supervising entity is still up for debate.

NEW BUSINESS
A motion was made by Mr. Hagan to approve the claims docket, and was seconded by Mr.
Hand. The motion was unanimously approved.

Mr. Houck asked Ms. Feltner to provide a rolling 12-months report of legal fees in reference to
the liens filed against customers for delinquent sewer payments. This report should be included
in the Budget and Finance Committee packet.

Mr. Williams updated the Board regarding the banking resolution. All banking proposals were
received by March 6" and have been summarized by Ms. Feltner and Mr. Hansen. Our legal
counsel Mrs. Poindexter views a teller machine (ATM) that also takes deposits to be qualified as
a banking branch. Effective March 20", Charter One will no longer have branches available to
make deposits. Mr. Williams would like to include this as an agenda item for the March 23™
Master Plan meeting. The Board is considering combining the B&F and the P&B meeting on
March 23" at 7:30 a.m. in order to have a resolution ready for the 7:00 p.m. evening meeting.
Mr. McDonald will confirm his availability for the morning meeting as soon as possible.

ADJOURN

A motion was made by Mr. Mishelow to adjourn, and was seconded by Mr. Hagan. The motion
was unanimously approved. The meeting adjourned at 8:06 p.m.
